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A Treebog is a waterless, composting
toilet which can be the basis of providing
many ‘ecosystem services’ - all of the
energy transactions provided by trees.
The ‘concept’ is simple and can be
modified for use in every climate zone. It is
surrounded by closely planted trees which
can include fruit, nut, medicinal, polewood
and fodder species. The Treebog can be
rapidly built using local materials and
planted with native species of trees,
shrubs and climbers. They have been
